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Message of the Ambassador

The economies of Argentina, Uruguay and Paraguay are projected to grow by 4%, 5%
and 3%, respectively in 2010. Their imports and exports which were down in 2009 due to the
global crisis, are set to increase in 2010.

The businessmen of these countries have started taking India more seriously than in the
past, as a large growing market and as a source for cost-effective imports. The Embassy is
encouraged by the enthusiastic response of local business to the twenty plus trade promotion
events, business seminars and BSMs held in 2009. The Indo-LAC Business Conclave held in
Buenos Aires in July and the Second Festival of India in November in all the three countries
have raised India’s profile.

During the visit of the President of Argentina to India in October 2009, the two
governments have set a target of three billion dollars of bilateral trade by 2012. Under an
Agreement signed during the visit, the Argentine Government has started giving 5 year multi-
entry business visas free of cost and allowing stay of 90 days during each visit.

We invite Indian exporters, Export Promotion Councils and Trade and Industry
organizations to visit, send more delegations and participate in trade fairs. The visitors are
invited to the ‘Business Centre’ of the Embassy which is the Centre of Proactive Economic
diplomacy. There is a spectacular view of the 20 mile wide Rio de La Plata river from our 19"
floor Business Centre.
